Dr Neil Ewins has been Fellow of the Society of Antiquaries of Scotland, since 1987, and studied History of Art and Design at Staffordshire University, graduating in 1989. Immediately after graduating he was appointed as an Assistant Keeper of Ceramics at the Potteries Museum, Stoke-on-Trent. This was followed by a variety of lecturing posts teaching Art and Design History. He has been a full-time lecturer since 1998.

His PhD research at the University of Sunderland interrogated the impact of globalization on the UK ceramic industry. On the basis of this research Neil has been invited to speak on ‘UK ceramic manufacturing strategy, marketing and design’ at the 22nd Annual Parsons/Cooper-Hewitt Symposium on ‘Mobility of Design’, Decorative Arts and Design, New York on 26th-27th April 2013. In addition, he has been invited to lecture on ‘UK Ceramic Marketing in response to Globalization’ at The Conference on Historical Analysis and Research in Marketing (CHARM) to be held at Copenhagen, June 2013.
