DOCTOR REMOVES SHEET FROM SKELETON  
Doctor Bones	the skeleton holds everything in place and protects 
our organs

Narrator  		yes such as the heart which pumps blood around the body and our lungs which allow us to breathe 
Narrator 	everyone on your feet and lets check we know our body parts 
Doctor Bones points to each part of the skeleton but also performers show and children shout out
Doctor Bones	Lets play a game to help us to remember the body parts. Its called head to tail. I will shout two body parts and you will connect with the person next to you. 
PLAY HEAD TO TAIL 
Narrator 	that was fun, we all used different body parts and also our senses. Our eyes to see each other our ears to hear the instructions and our sense of touch to connect. 
Dr Bones 	what are the other 2 senses 
Narrator 	taste and smell 
POEM AND MOVEMENT 
Let’s talk senses – we have 5 - touch taste hear sight smell
Senses are special we use them a lot – let’s see if you know them as well 
I can touch my nose I can touch the floor my hands touch things a lot
By touching I find out the texture of things like hard slimy cold and hot
I taste with my tongue when I eat and I drink sometimes salty spicy or sweet 
Or ice cold ice cream or hot yummy custard and everything else in between 
As we all listen were using our ears let think about all we are hearing
 Laughing and warnings, chatting and music, talking and clapping and cheering 
We see with our eyes – this is called sight we see our friends faces each day 
We watch the TV, look at nature see food and look at our toys when we play 
We use our nose to see how the world smells like minty or fruity or nutty
Some things are stinky like wet dogs and pumps things either smell nice or smell yucky 
As we are all different our sense are too that’s makes me me and that makes you you 
Each day our experiences link to our senses in all of the things that we do
