All cast enter during song and scrooge works at his desk
Narrator 1  	Marley was dead to begin with. There is no doubt whatever about that. 		Old Marley was as dead as a doornail.  
Scrooge is awake and Marley enters.  Scrooge is fearful of the spirit. 
Scrooge 1 	Who are you? 
Marley 	Ask me who I was?
Scrooge 1	Who were you then? 
Marley 	In life I was your partner Jacob Marley
Scrooge 1  	Dreadful apparition why do you trouble me?
Marley 	It is required of every man that the spirit within him should walk among his fellow man and if that spirit goes not forth in life it is condemned to do so after death.
Scrooge 1 	You are fettered tell me why 
Marley	I wear the chains I forged in life I made it link by link and yard by yard. The weight and length of the coil you wear was as full and heavy as this seven Christmas eve’s ago it grows longer each year. 
Scrooge 1 	You were always a good friend to me Jacob, speak comfort to me.   
Marley 	You will be haunted by three spirits without their visits you cannot hope to shun the path I tread. Expect the first when the bell tolls one. 
Marley leaves, scrooge is distressed but falls asleep 
Church Bell strikes 1 (scrooge wakes) 
Cast dotted around Ghost xmas past enters 
Narrator 2	Scrooge found himself face to face with the unearthly visitor it was a strange figure—like a child: yet not so like a child as like an old man,
Narrator 3	Its hair, which hung about its neck and down its back, was white as if with age; and yet the face had not a wrinkle in it,
Narrator 4	It wore a tunic of the purest white It held a branch of fresh green holly in its hand
Scrooge 1	Are you the Spirit, sir, whose coming was foretold to me? 
Ghost 1	 I am! 
Scrooge 1	Who, and what are you?
Ghost1	 I am the Ghost of Christmas Past. 
Narrator 5	As the words were spoken, everything changed and they found themselves upon an open country road, with fields on either hand.
Cast change positions to form road 
Narrator 1	 The city had entirely vanished. Not a vestige of it was to be seen.
Narrator 2	The darkness and the mist had vanished with it, for it was a clear, cold, winter day, with snow upon the ground. 
Ghost 1 	Come Ebenezer, take heed!
Acapella– In The Bleak midwinter – Solo or duet
In the bleak midwinter, frosty wind made moan,
Earth stood hard as iron, water like a stone;
Snow had fallen, snow on snow, snow on snow,
In the bleak midwinter, long ago.
Towards end of song cast gather to make playground
Scrooge 1	 	Good Heavens! 
Narrator 3	said Scrooge, clasping his hands together, as he looked about him
Scrooge 1		 I was bred in this place. I was a boy here! 
Track 2 Childhood games (young scrooge to be part of this left out watching) 
Ghost 1 	Your lip is trembling, and what is that upon your cheek?
Scrooge 1	Nothing 
Ghost 1 	You recollect the way? 
Scrooge 1	I could walk it Blindfold 
Narrator 4	They went on, the Ghost and Scrooge, to a door at the back of a house. It opened before them, and disclosed a long, bare, melancholy room 
Cast move to create room 
Narrator 5 	a lonely boy was reading near a feeble fire;
Ghost 1 	This place is not empty, a solitary child neglected by his friends remains
Narrator 1	Scrooge wept to see his poor forgotten self as he used to be.
Ghost 	1	 What is the matter?
Scrooge 1	Nothing, Nothing. There was a child singing a Christmas Carol at my door last night. 
Acapella Verse of bleak mid winter  Solo or duet 
What can I give Him, poor as I am?
If I were a shepherd, I would bring a lamb;
If I were a Wise Man, I would do my part;
Yet what I can I give Him: give my heart.
Scrooge 1	I should like to have given him something: that’s all.
Narrator 2	The Ghost smiled thoughtfully, and waved its hand: saying as it did so, 
Ghost	1	Let us see another Christmas!
Track 3  Blindmans buff - young scrooge joining in, old scrooge also trying to join in
Ghost 1 	These are reflections of what has been they have no conscious of us here
Scrooge 1	I remember old Fezziwig he threw the best parties
Ghost 1	Look at you - you’re engaged to Belle Fezziwig, the daughter of your employer.
Belle 	 	come on Ebenezzer join the frivolities
Track 4 Down at the Old Bull and Bush 
Scene changes to show Scrooge sat at a desk counting money, Belle near him 
Ghost	1		Your attention is to your money and not to your love – it’s clear
Belle 	Another idol has displaced me; and if it can cheer and comfort you in time to come, as I would have tried to do, I have no just cause to grieve.
Young Scrooge	What idol has displaced you?
Belle 			A Golden One 
Young Scrooge 	 This is the even-handed dealing of the world! There is nothing on which it is so hard as poverty; and there is nothing it professes to condemn with such severity as the pursuit of wealth! 
Belle	You fear the world too much. I have seen your nobler aspirations fall off one by one, until the master-passion, gain, engrosses you. Have I not?
Young Scrooge 	What then? Even if I have grown so much wiser, what then? I am not changed towards you.
Belle shakes her head 
Belle 	Our contract is an old one. It was made when we were both poor and content to be so, until, in good season, we could improve our worldly fortune by our patient industry. You are changed. When it was made, you were another man. How often and how keenly I have thought of this, I will not say. It is enough that I have thought of it and can release you.
Young Scrooge	 Have I ever sought release?
Belle 			In words. No. Never.
Young Scrooge	 In what, then?
Belle	 In a changed nature; in an altered spirit; in another atmosphere of life; another hope as its great end. In everything that made my love of any worth or value in your sight. If this had never been between us, may you be happy in the life you have chosen!
Ghost 1 		she left you Ebeneezer. Alone.
Scrooge 1		take me back, back to my home.
Narrator 3	Scrooge is transported back in his bedroom, where he stumbles to bed yet again and falls asleep immediately.
Track 5 Sfx The church clock strikes one
Ghost	2	Come and know me better man, I am the Ghost of Christmas Present, look upon me
Narrator 3	Scrooge finds himself alongside the spirit in the midst of the bustling city on Christmas morning
Acapella Song – God Rest Ye Merry Gentlemen solo or ensemble
God rest ye merry gentlemen
Let nothing you dismay
For Jesus Christ our Saviour
Was born on Christmas Day
To save us all from Satan's pow'r
When we were gone astray
O tidings of comfort and joy

Ghost	2	Fred's Christmas party….you are missing, you declined his invite. 
Track 6 - Charades 
Ghost 2 	Charades such fun
Ghost and Scrooge join in but stay on the peripheral 
Ghost 2	Let me show you a different Christmas, not as affluent but still filled with love and warmth.
Cast set up table hairs and simple Christmas scene
Ghost 2 	This the meager home of Bob Cratchit, they savour the few Christmas treats they can afford. 
Scrooge 2	Will Tiny Tim survive. 
Ghost 2	given the current conditions in the Cratchit house, there will inevitably be an empty chair at next year's Christmas dinner. I see a vacant seat, a crutch with no owner.  
Scrooge 2	No kind Spirit say he will be spared 
Ghost 2 	If these shadows remain unaltered by the Future, none other of my race will find him here. If he be like to die, he had better do it, and decrease the surplus population.
Narrator 4	snapped the Ghost as Scrooge hung his head in shame, to hear his own words quoted by the spirit
The scene disappears and only Scrooge and the spirit are left downstage
Scrooge 2	Are spirits’ lives so short?
Ghost 2 	My life upon this globe is very brief it ends tonight. 	
All transition back to Scrooge bedroom
Track 7  SFx clock strikes 2 
Narrator 5	Scrooge involuntarily kneels before a figure and asks 
Scrooge 3	Are you the Ghost of Christmas Yet to Come?
Ghost 3 	Yes, I will show you shadows of the things that have not happened, but will happen in the time before us
Scrooge 3	Spirit you are the one I fear the most
Narrator 1	The ghost takes Scrooge to a series of strange places: 
Cast create tableaux with scrooge as central figure
Narrator 2	a group of businessmen discuss the death of a rich man;
Ghost 3	It is likely to be a cheap funeral with not many in attendance
Narrator 3	 a group of vagabonds and shady characters sell some personal effects stolen from a dead man; 
Ghost 3	They have no respect for the dead man, there is sadness for his passing
Scrooge 3	If there is any person in the town, who feels emotion caused by this man’s death
Narrator 4	the dinner table of a poor family, where a husband and wife express relief at the death of an unforgiving man to whom they owed money;
Ghost 3 	The family have been given a second chance due to the passing of the mean and unforgiving debt collector 
Scrooge 3	Let me see some tenderness connected with a death
Narrator 5	The spirit transported Scrooge to the Cratchit household, where the family struggles to cope with the death of Tiny Tim.
Ghost 3 	The family are heart broken by the passing of Tiny Tim, Bob particularly struggles with the loss of his young son

Scrooge 3	 I sense our time together is drawing to a close, please tell me who the dead man was?
Narrator 1	Scrooge approaches a grave and reads the inscription on the headstone: EBENEZER SCROOGE.
Ghost 3 points 

Scrooge 3	Please undo the events of his nightmarish vision. I promise to honour Christmas from deep within my heart and to live by the moralizing lessons of Past, Present, and Future.
Ensemble drop to their knees as ghost passes them 
Narrator 2	Scrooge, grateful for a second chance at his life, sings the praises of the spirits and of Jacob Marley and has been returned to Christmas morning
Track  8 Sfx church bells 
Cast bustle in hugging exchanging gifts etc end music tbc last part could be spoken over the music 
 Scrooge 3	Merry Christmas!

Narrator 3	 Genuinely over joyed and bubbling with excitement, Scrooge runs into the street and offers to pay the first boy he meets a huge sum to deliver a great Christmas turkey to Bob Cratchit's.
Narrator 4	 He meets one of the portly gentlemen who earlier sought charity for the poor and apologizes for his previous rudeness, promising to donate huge sums of money to the poor.
Narrator 5	 He attends Fred's Christmas party and radiates such heartfelt bliss that the other guests can hardly manage to swallow their shock at his surprising behaviour.
Scrooge 3	God bless us, Every one
